Ideas for Rural and Remote Education Access Program (RREAP) projects

RREAP funds are used to assist with the additional costs associated with enhancing the educational opportunities of students who are geographically isolated so that students' learning outcomes match those of other students.
The RREAP procedure, available online, specifies that funding should support projects that:
1. [bookmark: _Hlk86679685]enhance their students' curriculum opportunities by providing access to services and programs supporting specific learning areas that cannot be sourced locally or incur additional costs compared to urban school communities;
2. supplement their school’s access to information and communication technologies by extending the department’s existing equipment and software provisions; and
3. [bookmark: _Hlk86068467]provide professional development to their staff and capability building opportunities for school community members to contribute towards improved educational outcomes for geographically isolated students.
